  • UniversityLink is a partnership between UC San Diego, all San Diego and Imperial   
  County community colleges, East Los Angeles College, and their feeder high schools. 
  • Designed to increase the college-going and transfer rates of high school students in  
  the target areas, this program helps you meet your goal of enrolling at UC San Diego  
  by guaranteeing admission. 
  • UniversityLink off ers outstanding services, including individual counseling, and   
  activities, to facilitate a smooth, timely transfer from high school to the community  
  college to UC San Diego. 
Eligibility: 
  If you are a high school senior attending a UniversityLink feeder high school for the 
  community colleges in San Diego and Imperial counties or East Los Angeles, you are  
 eligible for University Link. 
Program Requirements:
  • One appointment per semester with a community college counselor
  • One contact per year with the UC San Diego representative 
  • Attend UniversityLink program meetings at your community college     
 • Take a College Success Skills course during your fi rst term at community college     
 • Attend a UC application workshop and visit the UC San Diego campus for a tour
  • UniversityLink Agreements must be signed and submitted to UC San Diego   
  during the spring of your senior year or, at the latest, during your fi rst fall term at the  
  community college
  • Apply to UC San Diego no later than four years from the time of submitting a signed
  UniversityLink Program Agreement

UniversityLink — Medical Science Program
  • A four-week summer residential program for UniversityLink students interested in   
  Medicine, Dentistry, Pharmacy, Biomedical Science Research, or Allied Health Careers. 
  • Free of charge to participants, including academic activities, and room and board. *
  • UniversityLink students interested in this program are invited to apply in the winter  
  term for the summer program

  You are eligible if you are a student who:
   • has completed a minimum of one semester at your community college 
   • is enrolled in at least 12 semester units when you apply 
   • has a GPA of 3.00 or higher
